DISPLAYING A SCIENCE PROJECT

Projects can be displayed with a freestanding background. A grocery store box covered with paper, poster or tag board, foam core, or Plexiglas can be used. Cut three pieces of the background material as shown, and tape together. Pre-made display boards are available at office supply stores.

Questions about Participation in the Science, Math and Technology Fair

1. WHAT IS A STUDENT SCIENCE/MATH/TECHNOLOGY PROJECT?

A science/math or technology project is a student-made activity on a topic in which a child is interested.

2. WHAT ARE SOME SUGGESTED TOPICS?

Look for help with the resource pages in this packet.

3. CAN PARENTS HELP THEIR CHILDREN WITH THE SCIENCE/MATH?

ABSOLUTELY. Parents can help their children with a math/science projects in the following ways:

· Go over this packet with your child.
· Let your child know that you are interested and encourage him/her to have a project for the science, math and technology fair.

· Discuss some project ideas with your child. Find out what your child would like to do for the fair.
· Once your child has decided upon a topic, please help him/her to develop it. This might mean studying the topic together, gathering materials together, helping your child to write a simple report, and planning together how the project will be displayed.

4. CAN THE CHILD AND/OR PARENT RECEIVE HELP FROM SCHOOL IN SELECTING A TOPIC?

Yes. If you would like additional suggestions for topics, contact the librarian, teachers or science fair committee members.

5. WILL THE PROJECTS BE JUDGED?

No. The projects will not be judged. Every child will receive a ribbon for his/her interest and effort in having a science/math project.

6. HOW SHOULD THE PROJECT TO BE DISPLAYED?

A separate sheet "DISPLAYING A SCIENCE PROJECT" gives some suggestions. All projects are not able to be displayed in this way, however, so do whatever works out. Should you have special needs, let us know when you sign up. 

7. IS THERE AN ENTRY FORM?

Yes, an entry form is included in this packet. Entry forms should be returned March 10. Early forms are appreciated to aid with setup and to order the appropriate number of ribbons.

8. ARE VOLUNTEERS NEEDED?

YES. We would greatly appreciate having volunteers to help set up, clean up, bring food or host a hospitality table in the main hall. A volunteer sign-up sheet is included in the packet.

9. CAN MY CHILD BRING A PET AS HIS/HER PROJECT?

YES, however, you are responsible for the care of that pet and must be present at all times. All pets must be caged. Also, the pet should be accompanied by a report. For instance, you may want to report on the material habitat of your pet hamster.
10. CAN TWO OR MORE FRIENDS DO A PROJECT TOGETHER?

Of course.
11. CAN ADULTS PRESENT A PROJECT?

Yes. We would like to make this an educational experience for the students. Projects should be presented at a level appropriate for elementary students. Interactive displays are highly encouraged.

12. WHEN SHOULD MY CHILD BRING HIS/HER PROJECT TO SCHOOL?

Children may bring their projects to school the morning of the Science Fair. Teachers will find a space in their classroom until the afternoon, when projects will be set out. Parents may want to bring projects in after school or right before the event starts at 6:30 p.m.

13. WHEN CAN THE PROJECT BE TAKEN HOME?

Some teachers may ask their students to leave their projects at school for a day so all their classmates can view them. Otherwise projects must be taken home in the evening of the fair.

14. SAFETY IS IMPORTANT

If you bring a project with any chemical, animals or anything that could be hazardous, an adult or student must monitor your project at all times on the night of the fair.
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
